Smith Certificate in Business 
Interested in adding this to your degree? A few things you need to know. 

 
Curriculum - Students are required to take six introductory Commerce courses, completed in 

conjunction with an undergraduate degree, to obtain the Certificate. The Certificate is recognized 
on the final transcript. 

 
• For COMM courses to count towards your ECON plan, ECON option 

courses are COMM 211 & COMM 221.  
• Must be in good academic standing as a degree-seeking undergraduate 

student and have achieved a minimum of C in any completed COMM 200 
level courses.  

• As an FAS student, you are allowed 6 units outside of the faculty. No 
further non-Arts and Science courses will be counted.
